2. He is seen in the Old Testament as the Angel of
Jehovah.
a. He led Israel out of Egypt- I Cor. 10:4.

b. Isaiatr even saw Him sitting on His throne -
Isa. 6:1-10; Jn.12.40-41', .'

3. He appears in the N.T. as Jesus, the Son of God.

a. He claimed to be eternal -Jn. 8:58; Jn. 17:5,24; Rev. 1:8.

4. The prophets claimed He is eternal -Isa.9:6; Mic.5:2.
