Isa. 49:24-26.
1.  He is strong and capable of avenging the righeous —
Eccl. 5:8; Rom. 12:19.
B.  We should not be concerned with the injustices of this life.

Isa. 60:11, 15-22.

B. The Mighty One of Jacob will fulfill His promise —
